Health services research affects a wide range of medication-use topics, including patient education; patient outcomes and effectiveness of medication therapy; health care quality; medication use in minority, elderly and other special populations; medication costs and financing; information for health care policymakers; and access to medications. A secondary goal of the Pharmacy Resident Health Services Grant Program is to develop pharmacy residents’ research skills while fostering development of mentoring relationships with more experienced senior investigators.
