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Fourteen Pharmacists Selected for ASHP Foundation’s 

Antithrombotic Pharmacotherapy Traineeship
BETHESDA, Md. (December 22, 2006) ― The American Society of Health-System Pharmacists (ASHP) Research and Education Foundation has selected 14 pharmacists to complete a special traineeship in antithrombotic pharmacotherapy. The traineeship is sponsored by Bristol-Myers Squibb, Inc.
Antithrombotic medications are prescribed to prevent or treat blood clots, which are the cause of many cardiovascular problems, including stroke, arrhythmia and coronary heart disease. One in three adult men and women in the United States has some form of cardiovascular disease. The ASHP Foundation established the Antithrombotic Pharmacotherapy Traineeship to prepare pharmacist practitioners to establish and maintain specialized services for the management of patients' antithrombotic therapy. The 5-day program provides individualized, intensive clinical training as well as an opportunity to observe and participate in the activities of an established antithrombotic service in a health care system. 
“Antithrombotic therapies are among the most complex drug regimens encountered by patients and healthcare providers,” says Ann K. Wittkowsky, Pharm.D., a traineeship preceptor and Director of Anticoagulation Services at University of Washington Medical Center. “Numerous observational studies have confirmed that these agents are frequently associated with adverse drug events. Pharmacist-managed outpatient anticoagulation clinics and inpatient anticoagulation services dramatically and consistently reduce adverse events associated with antithrombotic therapy. The ASHP Antithrombotic Pharmacotherapy Traineeship has been designed to provide selected pharmacists with experiential training so that they may develop or expand these essential services in their institutions.”
